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Under 12s Season Wrap - Daniel Speed 
 
The under 12s started season 2008/09 on the back of what can only be described as an 
indifferent prior season, having only won the solitary game.  But given this happened in the final 
round it was hoped the momentum could be carried through to the new season.   
 
The positive from the outset was that the team was largely the same as the previous season 
and with the boys one year older there was hope of a swift turnaround.  The team also managed 
to pick up some new players, notably younger brother of under 16 Al Bradley, Richie, who 
quickly became one of the better players in the team. 
 
The boys started the season fantastically, reeling off 3 straight wins to start the season.  Easily 
accounting for Le Page in Round 1, the boys then smashed Moorabbin to pieces, compiling a 
massive 9/242 off their allotted 40 overs.  To score at better than a run a ball in under 12s 
cricket is a brilliant effort.  The charge was led by the big hitting duo of Sam Birrell (28) and 
Richie Bradley, who managed 8 boundaries from his unbeaten 33.  In reply, Moorabbin were 
only able to manage 7/140, with Richie again the destroyer, taking 3/9 off 4. 
 
Round 3 saw the young Redbacks destroy an inexperienced Beaumaris outfit.  Rolling Beauy 
for 65, thanks to Bradley(4/8), Krause (2/2) and Kuang (2/4), the boys then compiled 156, 
thanks largely due to the best individual batting effort of the year, an unbeaten 47 from Ben 
Kuang, who was left stranded 3 runs short of a half century.  A daring Paul Leary then decided 
to have a crack at an outright, not often seen in U12C East cricket!  The game was not long 
after called off, with some minor damage being done, Beauy finishing at 3/19 off 8. 
 
Wet and wild weather in week 2 of Round 4 resulted in a draw whilst week 5 saw a solid, yet 
unspectacular win against Moorabbin West/West Bentleigh. Young dynamo Paul Krause the 
standout with 21* and 2/1. 
 
Weather again played a role in Round 6 with a one dayer being played instead of the scheduled 
two dayer.  Batting first South batted solidly, with Reagan Maddaford topping the scorers with 
21*.  The lads then restricted Kingston Heaths scoring despite a lack of wickets, ending up easy 
victors by 47 runs.  Young leggie Manoj Anguswamy taking 2/3. 
 
Going into the Christmas break, the boys had performed beautifully, undefeated with 1 draw and 
sitting equal first, the results were certainly an improvement over the year before. 
 
The first game after Christmas saw the boys face their biggest task yet against competition 
benchmark Mackie who boasted what appeared to be an under 16 amongst their ranks.  
Despite this the boys played admirably, making 5/134 from their 25, with Reagan again getting 
the inks with 21*.  The boys bowled and fielded well but unfortunately were passed with a 
couple of overs to spare, but could take solace in the fact they were one of only 2 teams all 
season to dismiss Mackie gun Dean Krelle, and with the knowledge they were certainly 
contenders for the title. 
 
After a draw in Round 9 due to heat this time, the boys clinically won in Rounds 10 and 11.  Ben 
Kuang continued his dominance with the bat averaging 72 over the closing 3 games, whilst 
Jade Christensen also batted well, belying his fast bowler tag, closing with 55 runs in the final 3 
games.  Matt Mreulje was another highlight, finally getting a wicket in the last home and away 
game of the year! 
 
With the home and away season in the books, the boys finished second on the ladder and 
headed to Mackie Reserve for the semi final and what followed should probably remain a 
mystery.  Whether it was finals pressure or lack of confidence, the boys simply crumbled.  
Batting first, Mackie compiled a massive 7/220 and in response the boys could manage only a 
paltry 54, with only Dom Bowes’ fighting 25 offering any resistance.  It was obviously not the 
start to finals we were hoping for, but having finished top 2 and deserving the second chance, 
we were able to fight another day. 
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The preliminary final saw us take on 3rd placed Ormond who we had beaten only a month 
earlier.  Ormond batted first and batted quite solidly with some good individual performances, 
and no Carnegie South bowler able to completely dominate.  Ormond ended up setting a solid 
7/141 from their 40, and runs on the board in finals cricket is gold.  Reagan Maddaford batted 
solidly in the opening position making 19 and this start was capitalised on by Dom Bowes (26*) 
and Richard Bradley (31*) who both batted brilliantly.  At 3/106 we were looking home and 
hosed, but a middle order collapse saw us fall to 7/123 and a few heart palpitations followed.  
But Jade Christensen and skipper Sam Birrell took control, both finished with unbeaten 13s and 
getting the team across the line and into the Big Dance. 
 
Coming up against bogey team Mackie, it was never going to be easy, but the team was told to 
simply play their own game and anything could happen.  In an unfortunate twist, gun all rounder 
Richie Bradley came down with chicken pox prior to the game and was unable to take part in 
the match, which certainly didn’t help.  Nonetheless, Mackie again batted first, but unlike 2 
weeks previous were never able to fully gain ascendency, with tight bowling and fielding the 
order of the day.  Finally making 6/166, it was a solid total that certainly put them in the box 
seat, but also gave the Redbacks a chance.  Pick of the bowlers were Dom Bowes who bowled 
without luck with 6 straight overs for only 15 runs, captain Sam Birrell with 2/13 off his 6 and 
Ben Kuang, 1/20 off 6. 
 
A first ball quacker to opener Reags wasn’t the ideal start but newly promoted James Bailey had 
one of his best innings of the season making a gutsy 17 against some very quick bowling.  The 
middle order was where the game would be won or lost and the trio of bowlers from above 
batted well, especially Dom Bowes who continued his brilliant finals series with another 26.  He 
was ably supported by Ben Kuang who put up a quickfire 16.  At 4/94, needing another 70 odd 
runs at about a run a ball it was unlikely but still possible.  However we collapsed like a house of 
cards, to be all out for 96, in a display somewhat reminiscent of a certain senior team later that 
afternoon.  Mackie had defeated us for the 3rd time in the season, the only team to take our 
scalp. 
 
Considering last season, it was a fantastic year for the boys and something that can definitely 
be built upon.  Hopefully each of the 13 players will be back next season, with around half of the 
boys moving up into the under 14s next year. 
 
Special thanks must go to Team Manager Paul Leary, who took on the role of managing the 
boys each Saturday morning and did so brilliantly, and Bruce Haley who ‘attempted’ to pass on 
his years of cricketing knowledge to the boys at Wednesday night training sessions.
